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Picasso Still Life
ART 2
Objective: To create a still life composition inspired by Pablo Picasso and cubism. 
The students will…

1. Gain an understanding and awareness for the cubist style of artists
    such as Picasso, Braque, and Gris.
2. Create a multi-media composition showing multiple views of various
    objects -- fracturing the planes in the manner of the cubists
3. Create a composition with a variety of textures - developing
    interest through contrast and added collage elements.
4. Develop skills in shading using both white and black to show
    values.
Materials

· 9 x12 paper

· Newspaper/ music sheets

· Chalk Pastels/ charcoal
· Still life set up

· Rulers

· Pencil

· Watercolor

The student will expand the use of a sketchbook/journal by adding preliminary sketches, finished drawings, critical writings, and class notes.

Steps:

1. Complete a drawing of a still life’s using only contour lines.
2. Using a ruler fracture the drawing a minimum of 5 times. Once you have used the ruler go into your drawing and fracture the contour lines of the image. (shift so the lines no longer meet up exactly)

3. Working in 1 section at a time use watercolor, collaged newspaper/ music sheets, charcoal, and chalk pastel to add value to each object creating the illusion of three-dimensional form on a two-dimensional surface and to create areas of interest through the use of contrast.
