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Radial Design

Art 1

Objective: To create a strong radial design by repeating patterns and using a particular color scheme

Requirements: 

1. Create a design that is inspired by nature, tribal, or patterns.

2. Create a design that touches the edges in a minimum of 3 places.

3. Incorporate a minimum of 3 elements (items, patterns) into the design.

4. Use one of the color schemes discussed in class. Primary, secondary, tertiary, complementary, analogous, monochromatic, warm, cool

5. The design has a finished quality. Neat lines, edges, fully colored.

Materials:

1. Pie tracing pattern

2. Circle tracing pattern

3. Computer paper

4. 18 x 24 drawing paper

5. pencils

6. sharpies

7. Colored Pencils

8. Light Boards

Procedure:

1. To begin, grab 3 pieces of computer paper.
2. Trace the pie piece onto all 3 sheets of paper.
3. Come up with 3 different designs using pencil. Make sure the design includes lines that touch the edges in at least 3 different spots.

4. Using colored pencil color each design in using a different color scheme in each.
5. Pick the strongest design and go over the pencil lines in sharpie. Front and back.
6. Trace the circle pattern onto the 18x24 drawing paper.
7. Using the light board, trace the first piece onto the circle.
8. Flip over the pie piece and trace again, connecting the edges to the previous traced edges.

9. Continue flipping and tracing the pie piece all the way around until it comes full circle.

10. Color in your design using a color scheme and sharpies and/or colored pencils.
