Course Description:
Crafts 1: This course is designed as an introduction to 3-dimensional art. We will explore the history, and uses of multiple 3-dimentional materials. We will be working with clay, plaster, paper-mache, wire, stained glass, printmaking, mosaics, jewelry, and various other sculpture materials. I will challenge you to push your level of thinking and creativity. There is a required fee of $35.

Crafts 2: This course is a continuation of Crafts 1. The students will develop advanced skills and techniques in collaboration with the Elements and Principles of Art and Design. This course requires the student to explore and be open to trying new materials. This is a course to prepare the student to take AP art. There is a required fee of $35.

Grading: 

Your grade will be an accumulation of grades from your sketchbook, class work, critiques, projects, homework, quizzes, test and EFFORT! Late class work will NOT be accepted unless you have an excused absence. 
· Projects - 40%

· Makes up the majority of your grade, these are the drawings, paintings, prints, sculptures you will create throughout the course of the year. Projects will lose 10 points/ day after 
· Class work – 35% 

· Class work consist of all warm-ups, worksheets, practice drawings, brainstorming handouts

·  Visual Journals/ Sketchbook- 15 %
· 1 assignment/ week completed in the sketchbook. 
· Test/quizzes- 10%

· Consist of benchmarks 1 & 3 and mini quizzes at the end of units. 

· Exam- 20% of Semester grade

Copyrights/ subject matter- As an art student you may be exposed to mature subject matter expressed in art history such as nudity, violence, religious and or political views and multiple opinions expressed by others. Please know that while we respect the opinion and work created by other artist we as students and teachers do not have to agree with their opinion. As an art student you are not allowed to copy the work of or idea of another artist. We as artist must be original in our thoughts and creations. You may be asked to obtain reference images in class. All reference images should be photographs of real objects and/or people. Any work completed for class assignments may not contain full nudity, violence, sexual references, drug/ drug paraphernalia, alcohol or tobacco, or be copied from another artist. Any work submitted containing inappropriate images/themes is subject to be reported for disciplinary action, and could receive a 0.  

All art work created as part of class assignments could be put on display in the classroom, school, or around the county for contest or positive exposure to the art program. The student will be notified if your work is kept for display.

Make up work:

Procedures:

Daily Routine

· Enter class on time, get out warm up and be in your seat within 30 seconds of the tardy bell. Place personal items under the table and out of the way. 

· Once warm up is complete for the day sit quietly until the teacher gives the instructions. Please stay in your seat and show the teacher you are giving them your full attention. Do not touch materials unless you are instructed to do so. 

·  Once instructions are given, get out necessary supplies and get to work. You may talk quietly with people at your table while working most days keeping your voice at a reasonable level. There is no talking during announcements, or while the teacher is talking.

· Work to the best of your ability during the entire time allotted. Do not clean up early. Keep traveling to a minimum limiting it to necessities and direct routes only. If you need to leave the room you must wait for an appropriate time, ask permission and use your pass.

· Clean up when the teacher ask, be sure to clean your mess and help with the community mess using the procedures given at that time. Turn in any work complete or not when specified.

· After clean- up is done you must be in your seat to show that you are ready to leave. Class will not be dismissed unless everything is cleaned up and you are in your seat.
